Cake Contest Guidelines

e Dimensions of the cake can be no more than 3.5 feet wide by 28 inches deep. The cake can be no
taller than 6 feet and must be stable in a room temperature environment.

o Cake may be carved or stacked and must represent the IceFest 2012 theme: Celebrating a Decade. You
can choose past present or future decades to represent.

e The overall design must contain a minimum of 50% cake with the additional 50% being an edible
element. All decorations must be edible. Internal structural support is allowed as long as the above
objective is achieved. Cake flavor must be listed on entry form as well as a brief description of your
overall design.

e Cakes must be delivered and ready to assemble on Saturday January 28, 2011 between 7:30am and
8:30am at the Capitol Theatre Woods Center, Chambersburg.

e Anydishes, display items, or other materials to be returned must be picked up on Saturday, January
28" by 8:00 PM.

e Entries will be awarded on a first come first serve basis.

e If professional designers wish to display their business cards/material, you may do so with an
additional fee of $15.

e Awards will be given in two categories; Amateur division best of show will win $150.00, Professional
division best of Show will win $250.00. In addition attendees to IceFest will vote by people choice
(monetary donations to the Council for the Arts) on which cake they think best represents the Icefest
Theme: Celebrating a Decade. The cake that raises the most money will be awarded 50% of the
donations from their cake.

e Winners will be announced Saturday January, 28" after the fireworks.

e Participants understand that upon entry, cake will become property of the Council for the Arts and will
later be served to the community for monetary donations.
